· a@w (achieving at Waitakere), a WASSP initiative involving all Waitakere secondary schools, established in 2002 to improve literacy and numeracy. The results have been phenomenal showing a 14% improvement across Year 9 and 10 students

· a Talent Developing Initiative (a Rutherford College 3 year contract) which is an individualised holistic programme for gifted and talented students from Year 11 to 13

· one of the most successful Te Kauhua programmes run at Henderson Intermediate to improve Maori achievement however results have shown the average reading age of all students improved by 1.9 years in just 3 terms

· a school based ACE (Adult & Community Ed) network which produces a booklet of courses available throughout Waitakere. In future it will include Community House courses in 2007

· an ESOL providers’ network

· a strong support network for refugees and migrants that is driven by the community and council not by central government (as elsewhere)

· an Alternative Education programme for alienated youth that provides off-site (out of school) training at a number of Waitakere PTEs – the initiative of Charles Nicholls

· Waipareira Alternative Education programme for Maori youth – the initiative of Mere Tunks (pictured front page)

· an independent professional development centre (Learning Network NZ) that now caters for educators nationwide with a strong emphasis on developing lifelong learners through critical thinking skills and curriculum design

· Waitakere Enterprising schools – an Enterprise Waitakere initiative for secondary schools
· Gateway – providing workplace experience for Year 11 – 13 students
